2. Take the Accuplacer Placement Test or Receive an Exemption

Students admitted for the fall 2008 with SAT scores of 550 or higher in Critical Reading and 560
or higher in mathematics are exempt from the Accuplacer Placement Test. Any student who
wishes to take Calculus must take the “””””’Calculus Diagnostic Test”””””” before registering for
courses.
