2. Analysis of 1/16/07 Faculty Assembly 

There was general consensus among Council members that the presentations by CA and TAS were well done and received many comments from the Faculty Assembly.  One suggestion was made that at upcoming Faculty Assembly meetings, only one unit would present due to time constraints. 4. Proposed name/program change 

Proposal for the Physics major to be changed to Engineering Physics.  ARC forwarded a request to change physics, which is a science, to engineering physics, which is an engineering program.  Currently Ramapo does not offer any type of engineering program and this change will need approval from the state.  Confusion resulted in ARC’s request for approval of the change, which is not in our purview, or if this was to be put on the agenda for the next Faculty Assembly.  
Action Item: EC will return the request to ARC for clarification and Eric will discuss the process of program changes with the Provost.
