Meeting with ARC

1. Whether faculty assembly should be held was debated. It was decided that Eric would submit a report from the EC in lieu of the faculty assembly meeting.   
2. Parking fines/tickets-email was sent out by Director of Security notifying everyone of implementing parking tickets.  Eric has discussed with Beth regarding having enough spaces for faculty parking.   
3. Task Forces-current task forces are looking at goals corresponding to mission pillars; DAC representation will be included in Intercultural task force; task force chairs should meet periodically; final reports will be reviewed by EC; Deans will bring up representation vote at Unit Councils; faculty will select representatives for faculty appointments to task forces, committees, etc.  EC will approve charges and makeup of task forces.  

Additional Unit Council item-deans are to survey faculty on support for research, travel, etc. Wish lists will be submitted to Provost and President. Base line support will be determined for travel, administrative support, and support for newer faculty in their first 3 years. 
4. Issues that were discussed at the Under 10 meeting -structural issues: equity across schools regarding travel, research funding, and administrative support; sexual harassment – how complaints disappear; uniformity in SBR recommendations recommendations across campus; direct depositing summer pay in 12 month pay system; whether 2nd year reappointment should be eliminated or re-scheduled; no formal family leave policy; mentoring program not consistent across schools; housing/childcare. 
5. Additional brief discussion items:

Degree audit issues; registration problems-students leaving class to register is not acceptable;  Suggestions from Unit Council for January FA faculty showcase; Board of Trustees Capital Committee review of renovating College Park Apartments because of roof leakage.

6. EC meeting with ARC

ARC Chair Jonathan Lipkin summarized revisions to ARC bylaws, course request form brought in line with CEP; and attendance policy brought in line with college policy. Course proposal process streamlined in light of anticipated Greater Expectations implementation. It was decided to raise limit of transfer credits to 48-Chair will send approved proposal to EC for review. This is primarily for general education courses taken at 2 year institutions. Class caps have been removed from the course guidelines.
Gen Ed Task force needs to come up with goals and learning outcomes; EC will charge ARC with task force goals and objectives
Committee will review course evaluation form: form was piloted with full professors-faculty liked it overall/helpful. The committee/Martha will review web based forms and how they can be used at Ramapo; 
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
