1. Draft Strategic Plan

2. Parking

Executive Council would like to thank administration for their recognition of the concerns among the faculty regarding parking and expressed their thanks for the temporary availability of spots in the Oak and Maple lots for Wednesdays.  Further discussion among members brought up the topics of the increasing number of cars being parked on campus by all constituents and the proximity of parking near the area or building being worked in, for example: currently there is no available faculty parking near G wing and the Anisfield School of Business building.   Parking tickets for faculty remain a concern also.  

Action Item: A draft resolution will be submitted to members regarding the following concerns and/or suggestions: 1) increasing number of cars being parked on campus, 2) proximity of current faculty parking to where schools and offices are, 3) designated faculty/staff lot be provided near the Anisfield School of Business, 4) long-term parking facility or area be made available at a discounted rate for students who live on campus, 5) faculty parking in the Pavilion lot for special events should not be ticketed, and 6) faculty should be able to park in any parking lot on campus without being ticketed.
Action Item: Executive Council will assess the number of students living in the dorms and the number of cars brought to campus, review building capacity, and the number and placement of reserved parking spaces.
