Report of the President of the Faculty Assembly: E. Saiff

Provost’s Report - General Education: B. Barnett
Provost Barnett gave a brief speech on the need to redefine learning goals and outcomes for General Education (GenEd) and develop a curriculum based on the revised goals and outcomes. She emphasized a GenEd curriculum based on learning goals and outcomes for General Education instead of a course-based curriculum development. The speech included mention of the preliminary data collected on the current GenEd curriculum , timeline for revising goals and outcomes, and the implementation of a new GenEd curriculum. Finally, Provost Barnett proposed having a committee charged with the task of developing the GenEd curriculum. 
A discussion followed the talk. Faculty members mentioned that the College can consider existing goals and outcomes defined by Academic Review Committee (ARC) that may be used “as is” or “with modifications”  in order to save time and effort. The idea of viewing development of GenEd curriculum from the perspective of learning goals and outcomes instead of course-based perspectives was appreciated. There were questions regarding the timeline, and the mechanics of developing goals, assessing, and implementing.
