I. Minutes


A. Minutes of the September 26 meeting were approved.  

II. Discussion Items

A. Academic Affairs Procedure (300-U) – Gen Ed Reading/Writing/Math 

i. Editing of procedure, for Developmental Math to be taken in a students’ first semester. Proposal will be sent to Deans’ Council. 

B. Proposed revision to Academic Integrity policy (via Provosts’ Council):

a. Eric Daffron explained changes to the Academic Integrity policy proposed (to Provosts’ Council) by his office. Students' rights and procedures are more clearly defined and referenced (re: Student Handbook), and a new review board for AI cases will be created out of the Provost’s Office to streamline the process and to deal with repeat offenses (existing procedure requires repeat offenses to be sent to Judicial Affairs; there have been some issues recently primarily pertaining to multiple offenses in one semester). This proposed AI board will simplify how the complex cases are handled. 

C. FA agenda / ARC report for 10/3

a. Discussion of inaccuracies / misrepresentations / contextual concerns regarding ARC-related matters in the Addendum to the FA Agenda for 10/3/12 posted on the FA website.

III. Decision Items

1. ARC #856 Approval of proposed Center for Sustainability 

a. Non-academic proposal. Previously reviewed and commented on in April 2012 per Academic Affairs guidelines; formally approved as a decision item per FA President Jillian Weiss’ request. ARC notes that per the AA guidelines, ARC and FA are provided the opportunity to review and comment on such proposals, they do not appear to be Decision Items.

2. Several course requests (revisions / new courses) returned to faculty without decision; resubmission of syllabi following all requirements of the ARC Syllabus Template required.
