I. Discussion Items

A. Writing Across the Curriculum for students in ASB.  ASB had enquired whether they had to submit all 10 of their WI core courses. As a document-based WAC-in-the-School, these are not necessarily like the WI courses in other schools. Further discussion required with WAC Chair and ASB rep. as well as CAAFYE.

B. ARC Report not given at FA, and no time to discuss the Art Therapy program.  Program needs to go to State as an Information Item.  Needs to be acted upon by FA prior to December 10 BoT meeting, otherwise it will not get thru the State review until late April, too late for Fall 2013 implementation. Jackie Skryzinski and Jackie Braun, with ARC’s support also, have requested to bring the FA meeting in December forward one week, to get on the BoT’s December agenda, have not heard back.  Dean Perry to provisionally place it on the BoT meeting Agenda.  

C. ARC Chair sent an e-mail sent to Jill Weiss and Rebecca Root (FA President / Secretary) regarding the futility of the result of the FA vote on Independent Study, discussion centered on the proposal reducing the number of IS credits in the major that a student can take. Except that currently students can only take 8 credits, the proposal won’t change that. 

D. ARC must pay closer attention to the wording of FAEC-sourced motions for FA meetings, noting numerous errors from the FA meeting of 11/14.

E. ARC is resolving to eliminate the Information Item Only category on ARC forms. Syllabi must follow the guidelines of the ARC template anyway, and ARC is fully reviewing the proposals.

Approved proposed language from Deans, regarding students being required to register for developmental reading/writing courses in their first semester.
