I. Minutes


A. Minutes of the February 6, 2013, meeting were approved.  

II. Discussion Item

A. Concentrations and Tracks: building on the discussion from January 30 regarding definitions of concentrations vs. definitions of tracks, members briefly reviewed programs within TAS and AIS that use concentration or track, such as Literature having a concentration in Creative Writing and Biology having a Physical Therapy or Physician’s Assistant track.  Registrar Brennan informed the membership that concentrations are listed on the transcript while tracks are not.  Tracks currently seem to serve as more of an advisement piece.  Joint programs with outside entities, such as UMDNJ, may also influence how a program lists its tracks/concentrations.  It was also discussed that some ‘concentrations’ (e.g. those listed as such in International Business) are really more focus areas.  We will recommend definitions/criteria for whether something is a concentration or track, and unit reps will ask conveners to verify tracks/concentrations (and rationale for such, to make sure we’re all in the same place).  ARC will also be adding information to the ARC Manual for what constitutes a concentration and what defines a track. The ARC Chair will prepare a draft of the definitions/criteria, and this will be ultimately be sent to Deans’ Council and Provost’s Council.
