1. Approve the minutes from 11/13 and 11/20

2. ARC report from Emma
a. Discussing the Krame Center for Contemplative Studies and Mindful Living.  
b. FAEC suggests that the proposal requires further discussion and evaluation.  FA should also review and approval before submitting it to ARC.  

c. Procedures for creating non-credit-bearing certificate programs: non-credit-bearing certificate program is only an information item which does not require formal approval from the convening groups, unit deans, the ARC, and other bodies.  The Provost’s approval is sufficed for the creation of the program. However, questions are raised over whether a formal procedure of review and approval by the convening groups, the ARC, and other bodies should be set up for these certificates.  FAEC representatives will bring the issue to their unit council meetings next week (12/11).  
3. Discussion of Summer Teaching Survey

a. Discussing the results of the survey. A great majority (66%) of the respondents prefers summer teaching on TWR while 18% opts for MWR. 

b. FAEC advises the Provost to consider changing the summer schedule back to TWR and allow faculty members the flexibility to request for MWR teaching schedule.    
4. Discussion of Faculty Survey on Deans

a. Discussing who should receive the results of the survey: the dean’s individual unit council or the entire College?  

b. FAEC plans to send out the survey results as follows: 
1) To send both the quantitative and qualitative results only to each unit representative and to each member of the unit council 

2) To send the quantitative data of all deans only to faculty members across all units.  

3) All results will be password protected to ensure its integrity
5. Planning for January 16th Faculty Conference

a. Will discuss the budget issues in the morning. The GECCo and Gen Ed Planning Task Force II will discuss their progress in the afternoon.  

6. FAEC will continue to discuss students’ binge drinking issue and the proposed change of Wednesday schedule to permit once-a-week classes to start at 945 and meetings in the afternoon.
