<+ Fair Trade

<+ It is a label used by large companies

+ Certifies that farmers who live thousands miles away are paid a fair
price for their cocoa

<+ May not be fair enough to be sustainable

<+ Top down approach with outsourced supply chain
+ Direct Trade

<+ Used by smaller companies
<+ Working directly with the farmers on the ground

<+ Bottom up approach to bridge the gap between grower, producer,
and consumer
