NOMINATION DEADLINE EXTENDED
FOR THE RUSS BERRIE AWARD FOR MAKING A DIFFERENCE

New Deadline for Nominations Is Friday, March 9, 2007

MAHWAH, N.J., February 26, 2007 — The deadline for nominations for the 2007 Russ Berrie
Award for Making a Difference has been extended. Nominations will be accepted by The Russell
Berrie Foundation until Friday, March 9. New Jerseyans who have made a significant difference
in their communities through a heroic effort or a lifetime of service are eligible for cash awards
of up to $50,000.
