Friends of Ramapo awards scholarships to students with outstanding academic achievements and 
sponsors cultural events for the community. Since its inception in 1977, Friends of Ramapo has awarded 
nearly 200 scholarships and supported many events such as the Summer Concert Series, held annually at 
the Bandshell Lawn each July.
