Reshma’s TED talk, “Teach girls, bravery not perfection,” has more than five million views and 
has sparked a worldwide conversation about how we’re raising our girls. In 2010, Reshma 
surged onto the political scene as the first Indian American woman to run for U.S. Congress. She 

lives in New York City with her husband, Nihal, their sons, Shaan and Sai, and their bulldog, 
Stanley.
