The minutes from March 24, 2016 were approved unanimously.
Update From the Provost:  The Provost accepted the recommendations on Policy/Procedure 300-XX – Undergraduate Teaching Responsibilities.
Policies in Review:  
Policy/Procedure 300-YY – Definition of a Ramapo Student – Has not yet gone to Cabinet for their feedback, and remains in review. 
Policy/Procedure 300 – ZZ– Undergraduate Students Taking Graduate Courses –  The Registrar noted that there are problems with using the same  course/subject numbers on a student’s undergraduate  and graduate transcripts if they are taking graduate courses.  Motion to approve Policy/Procedure while issue of programming and recording on transcript continues.
Policy 300-A – Academic Standing – Standards for this policy have not changed and have now moved to the procedure.  The bulk of the revised material is taking existing language and moving around in a better order.  There are some revisions specifically in regard to Student Success.  Information about CASP have  been revised , and the section on restriction of activities for probationary students has been stricken. There were more discussion and wording suggestions by PC members.  
Policy/Procedure moved to 30 day review.
Policy/Procedure 300 A-1 – Committee on Academic Standards and Procedures (CASP)
This is a new policy/procedure which explains the operations and membership  of CASP.   There were wording suggestions for both policy and procedure and a suggestion to insert a link to Policy 300-A – Academic Standing.
Policy/Procedure moved to 30 day review.
Policy/Procedure 300-F – Undergraduate Residency Requirement  
Suggestion to add Undergraduate to title of policy and procedure and note residency exceptions are made by the Provost.
Other wording suggestions and an addition of a hyperlink under 4th bullet in procedure. 
Policy/Procedure moved to 30 day review.
Policy/Procedure 300-HH – Teaching Overload
This policy/procedure was originally reviewed to look at policy statement and language.   Several wording changes were noted, and the staff vs. professional staff title questioned – D. Echols Tobe to check about staff status with D. Vernon in HR.
Policy/Procedure moved to 30 day review.
Policy/Procedure 300-BB – Minimum Degree Requirements – 
This policy/procedure is specifically for adjuncts, professional staff and managers who teach.  Procedural text moved to procedure.
Text suggestions and verification of actual embedded links. Suggestion to link to the document that talks about terminal degree  under related documents.  
The Policy/Procedure will remain on hold and will come back to the next PC meeting after being revised.
Policy/Procedure 300-H – Assessment of Prior Learning for Academic Credit
This is an information item.  There is change to procedure only and just specifies that is the office of the registrar and not admissions that posts credit to transcript.  No discussion on this procedural change.
