If
you do not take both POLI 205 and POLI 235, make sure that one of your Global Issues or Area Studies courses is
Writing Intensive.

* The HGS school core requires that each student have proficiency in a language through the Intermediate I level. If you
are starting from Foundations I, that means three language course (Foundations I, Foundations I, Intermediate I). You can
take a placement test to determine whether you can start at a higher level or prove proficiency without taking any courses.
Any language course at the Intermediate level or higher can count as one of your Area Studies courses in the International
Studies major. If General Ed Global Awareness is not fulfilled by a language course, INTL 127 and ANTH 102 in the
International Studies major also fulfill this requirement.
