· Distribution Category (Social Systems & Society OR Culture & Creativity OR Values and Ethics)
· Distribution Category (Culture & Creativity: (Consider LITR 220, 221, 224, 244,  245, 280, 284, 292, 293, 295, or 308 to fulfill a  LITR requirement)
