First Year Seminar is taken in the first 
semester. Failure to complete CRWT and MATH will result in a hold when the student hits 64 credits. The 
following general education courses can be done in any order.

+W: Students transferring in with 48 or more credits are waived from these general education requirements. 
 
1) Ideally, students should be fully admitted into the program by the end of their second year at Ramapo.  Transfer students 
should be admitted by preregistration date of their first semester on campus.  Students should be directed early to the Social Work 
program for admissions requirements. 
 
2) Students must be fully admitted into the Social Work program before registering for SWRK 329 Social Work with Communities 
and Agencies.  
 
3) Students must take SWRK 329 before entering into the Theory & Practice I & II sequence (SWRK 425 & SWRK 426).   
 
4) Theory & Practice I (SWRK 425) is offered in the Fall semester and Theory & Practice II (SWRK 426) is only offered in the 
Spring semester.  These two courses must be taken consecutively over one academic year.
